Step 1: Saint-Vincent-de-Paul Church

(Les Réformés)

e This neo-gothic style church was Dbuilt
between 1855 and 1886. Admire its 2 spires,
70m high. It is as high as Notre-Dame de
Paris !

Step 2: Palais Longchamps
e The Palais Longchamps is a monument built
to receive the waters of the Durance in 1862.
Its majestic foutain is a must-see !
Its houses a park, an observatory still in
operation, the Natural History Museum and
the Museum of Fine Arts in its wings.
